Hello, in our studio today we have a world famous architect Santiago Calatrava. Why did you choose to
become an architect?

Architecture is one of the oldest professions in the world. Some professions like law have their roots in
Latin, 'Archi — tecton' is actually a Greek word, and much older. Just knowing how old the profession is gives
me hope that we will still exist for years to come, even if we are changing together with modern technologies,
robot computer programmes.

You made your name by building bridges. And you have built 20 of them so far and several more are in
the works. Why bridges?

A bridge is born of necessity, but it must establish its own identity. It should harmonize with its
surroundings. If you look at the Tower Bridge you know it's London, or if you see Le Pont Neuf in Paris you
know that it is Paris. They're the symbols of these cities. A modern bridge can also be a work of art. Imagine
you see the art of the twentieth century without the Golden Gate bridge, it will be much poorer.

And what is architecture for you?

For me, architecture is an art, the same as painting is an art or sculpture is an art. Yet, architecture moves
a step beyond painting and sculpture because it is more than using materials. It is important for me to stress the
art in architecture to bring harmony.

And what should be the role of architects in our society?

The architect is very interesting because the architect is the commander, meaning the one who commands
all the workers. The architect is also the music director and composer, he cannot play each instrument, but he
needs to understand and express the sense of each part. The architect holds much knowledge, but is not a
specialist. Especially with the computer and technology, the amount of knowledge an architect possesses keeps
on growing.

And from your experience, what can you tell us about running an office?

I can say that I focus on having small offices. I have an office in New York and one in Switzerland, and
we are 80 people, we are not only architects, but also engineers. So, small, but very efficient.

I think it is important to be present in the places where you are working. It is not only about doing a
project, but following the project through its construction. For me, I love the construction process and it is
always important because we try to experiment and to do something new, so the builders are not copying any
technique from other projects. Everything is innovative and so I need to be there and be attentive to make sure
everything is running smoothly.

You've said that your favorite material is light.

Yes. The reason is for comfort. In my opinion, comfort in architecture is given by two words. One is
'space'. The other is 'light'. Narrow or small spaces with less light, underground spaces, spaces where you don't
see the sky, are not as good. These are the two keys to the future. I am always searching for more light and
space. | believe that architects need to deliver hope and optimism.
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Why does the architect matter?

If you look at our environment and you see the importance that architecture has in our artificial
environment, of course you immediately can understand that the control of it and the quality of it is
fundamental for the life of the people, and the impact or the part that the architects have in this built
environment is enormous. So this makes people understand the importance of the quality in this particular part
of their lives.

But most buildings aren't built by great architects, most buildings are perfectly routine, so what's the case
for having significant buildings designed by famous architects such as yourself?

Well, our cities grow enormously and become very suburbian. The enormous suburbian area was built
without any other preoccupation but just to give housing to the hundreds and even thousands or millions of
people arriving in our cities. So enormous parts of our cities are very ugly but with only simple change such as
building a bridge, a station, a concert hall, or a cultural building, we upgrade the quality of the life of these
areas by creating focus.

Is it a pitfall for the architect of producing these huge buildings and then going up and saying that's my
building, I did it?

You know let me tell you, I believe and I speak on behalf of many architects. It is a hard profession. It
demands so much from you, your time and even the time of your family, and people working with you. You
almost don't have any time to think about yourself. This is the reality, and then also you see once the building is
finished it's no more yours. If there is an accident, if the cost goes over, if there are changes, you are
responsible, then the day when you deliver the building, you are nobody there, you even have to pay a ticket to
enter, and so this is the reality.

Part 4

We have all experienced boredom. Sitting in a class where the teacher is droning on about a topic you
don't care about, you may find yourself daydreaming or staring at a clock that doesn't seem to be moving.
Waiting in the reception area of your doctor's office. The magazines are uninteresting. The pictures on the wall
are dull. The second hand on the wall clock moves so slowly that you're sure it must be broken. You feel
irritated about being stuck in this seemingly endless moment. You want to be engaged by something —
anything — when a thought, so familiar from childhood, comes to mind: 'I'm bored!".

So how does boredom work?

Although boredom is often seen as a trivial and temporary discomfort that can be reduced by a simple
change in circumstances, it can also have significant consequences on people's health and well-being.

Boredom has been associated with increased drug abuse, overeating, depression and anxiety, and an
increased risk of making mistakes. Mistakes at work might not be a matter of life and death for most of us, but
may cause serious accidents when safety depends on continuous vigilance if you are an air traffic controller, a
pilot, long-haul truck driver or nuclear power plant operator. All instances of boredom involve a failure of
attention. For example, pilots confirm that boredom can make pilots lose attention. When you fly long haul,
there are two pilots, one of whom is monitoring all the screens while the other does the paperwork, talks to air
traffic control and so on. You need to be alert for landing and takeoff, but once you're 500ft above the runway,
the plane's on autopilot and it can be very quiet and boring.

Children who complain that they have nothing to do on rainy half-term breaks may find other things to
focus on if left to their own devices. The artist Grayson Perry has reportedly spoken of how long periods of
boredom in childhood may have enhanced his creativity. But if boredom can enhance our creativity and be a
signal for change, why is it such a corrosive problem for some individuals?

Boredom isn't a nice feeling, so we have an urge to eradicate it and cope with it in a counterproductive
way. This may be what drives people to destructive behaviours such as gambling or overeating.

What can you do about boredom? Obviously, there are times when you are stuck. If you are listening to a
lecture that you cannot leave, then you just need to find a way to get through it. When you have some control,
though, use your understanding of boredom to help you out. If you can, keep some music handy. Music you
enjoy can influence your mood in positive ways to counteract the pain of being bored.

EXAMPLE (ZERO)

The past decade has been one of unprecedented weather extremes. The scientists base their analysis on
three pillars: basic physics, statistical analysis and computer simulations. Elementary physical principles
already suggest that a warming of the atmosphere leads to more extremes. Detailed computer simulations and
clear statistical trends also confirm the relation between warming and records in both temperature and
precipitation.

SPEAKER 1

Unusual or extreme weather events are of great public concern and interest, yet there are often conflicting
messages from scientists about whether such events can be linked to climate change. While it is clear that
across the globe there has been an increase in the frequency of extreme heat waves and of episodes of heavy
rainfall, this does not mean that human-induced climate change is to be blamed for every instance of such
damaging weather.

SPEAKER 2

It isn't just bad luck that causes disasters. Human-induced global warming is also to blame. Since 1970,
the average global temperature has risen by 0.5°C, primarily as a result of greenhouse gases in the atmosphere.
This rise has increased the chances for severe heat waves, drought, and other forms of extreme weather.

SPEAKER 3

Over the last five years or so, scientists have provided convincing evidence of a detectable human
influence on the increase in high temperature extremes which have been observed over the last few decades
over large-scale regions such as Europe and around the globe on the whole. It is time to recognize the limits to
the natural resources available to support human development and economic growth. This will require
significant changes in government policies, and consumption patterns by the public.

SPEAKER 4

The approaches to what climate scientists refer to as detection and attribution do not, however, address
the questions that are uppermost in people's minds when they are personally affected by an extreme weather
event. Unfortunately, I do not believe that it will ever be possible to look at a single event and say definitively if
it would or would not have occurred in the absence of human influence. However, the extent to which human
activity has increased the risk of such events occurring has already been estimated.

SPEAKER 5

When it comes to individual storms, we are even less certain what effect global warming might have.
Some computer models have predicted that global warming could increase the average strength of hurricanes
and typhoons by 2 to 11 percent by the year 2100. But there is no data whether any increase has occurred yet.
And the same models that predict bigger hurricanes also say we could get fewer of them in the future.
