Hi, Laird. Thanks for being here today. So, you've spoken before on the importance of early rising.
What does it do for you?

I get up in the dark and watch the sunrise, doing some solar gazing is a great way to start a morning. I
think you should be interactive with your surroundings.

And what's your routine like?

I can't imagine my morning without a cup of coffee. I start my day with quite a bit of water. I prefer
with lemon and salt, then I'll move in to some kind of stimulant, espresso or coffee, coconut oil, that kind of
stuff.

And how do you prepare for the season?

Summer time is our pre-season, getting ready for the winter. I have a tendency to get into a stricter
regimen of working out — gym training every other day, some kind of pool training, biking, running. I'll
always change my program and take advantage of the waves, because they're rare at that time.

What's your attitude to the ocean?

The ocean gives me solitude — there's no access, no one can get you there. It's this place of peace and
fear and all of these things that I need to feel alive and accomplished. There's a certain amount of duty and
obligation in that, but none of it overrides my sheer love of being in the ocean.

So which waves are the most dangerous?

When you get waves of over 100 feet high, that's the point when we start to become ants in a water
hose. Waves are like dogs, where there are little fearsome ones and there are big, gentle ones. Big waves are
relative to the person. I'm always in envy of the beginner when I see them riding a little wave; it's little for
us, but it's big for them.

But do you ever feel afraid?

The danger is real and ever present. I used to get rescued once a week or every few days when [ was a
young kid. I'd get washed out to sea and the lifeguards would come out and rescue me. I thought I'd never
get back up. I feel fear — you have to. It's part of the respect for the ocean that you have to have. If you're not
fearful you're ignorant and blind.

So, clearly you just push through fear, anxiety, whatever. What holds people back in your opinion?

No one likes to be a beginner. There's a reason why short guys go to gymnastics and tall guys go to
basketball. We gravitate towards things that are easy for us. We like to be comfortable and be good, not
realizing that things are always changing, and if you're not getting better you're getting worse. Sometimes
people are so caught up about what they can't do that they don't look into what they can do.

As teens spend larger amounts of time communicating with peers via cell phones and playing video
games, they devote less time to the brain-building practice of reading. A new survey shows major increases in
e-book reading among youths, though print books are still putting up a fight, even among younger children.

Anyway, it may come as a surprise in a media-infiltrated world that teenagers enjoy reading and have a
diverse interest in books. Among their favourite categories are literature, fiction and biographies about people
who affect their lives today. Popular authors on the market from the year 2000 onwards have captured the
interest of teen readers. The Harry Potter series has been a major contributor to reawakening an interest in
reading. Young readers will hardly appreciate an author talking down to them or having a weak plot.

According to Prof Teresa Cremin, former president of the UK Literary Association, pleasure reading is
important for both educational achievement and, arguably, for social mobility. Children who read for
pleasure are enhancing and extending their own cognitive development when you take into account factors
such as socio-economic background and parental education. All types of reading material are equally valid.
It's the breadth and variety of reading material that is crucial.

Another significant element is the focus on reading in the curriculum. The research has found that
whilst primary school teachers do read personally for pleasure, they were insufficiently knowledgeable about
children's literature, so doubted their ability to recommend books to children. We need teachers who read,
and readers who teach. If our focus is the skill to read only, and not the will, we lose the capacity to extend
that attainment through focusing on the pleasure.

As teachers are quick to point out, the book itself has to do a lot of the work. Many agreed that teens
knew at once whether a book was for them by the cover and the blurb: teens seem only able and willing to
read books that appeal to them. That decides the book's fate and their future as readers as well — or not. But
initiatives, covers, and marketing aside, it has to be the right book for the right child.

People who say they are passionate about the future of this planet aren't even paying attention to the
energy use that's driving climate change. So the question is, how can we get the people across the globe to
start paying attention to the energy we're using, and start wasting less of it?

The answer comes from a behavioral science experiment that was run one hot summer in San Marcos,
California. Graduate students put signs on every door in one neighborhood. One quarter of the homes
received a message that said, "Did you know that you could save 54 dollars a month this summer? Turn off
your air conditioning, turn on your fans". Another group got an environmental message. And still a third
group got a message about being good citizens. Most people guessed that the money-saving message would
work best of all. In fact, none of these messages worked. They had zero impact on energy consumption.

But there was a fourth message, and this message simply said, "When surveyed, 77 percent of your
neighbors said that they turned off their air conditioning and turned on their fans. Please join them." And
they did. The people who received this message showed a marked decrease in energy consumption simply
by being told what their neighbors were doing.

So what does this tell us? Well, if something is inconvenient, even if we believe in it, moral persuasion
and financial incentives, don't do much to move us — but social pressure, that's powerful stuff. And harnessed
correctly, it can be a powerful force for good.

Twenty percent of the electricity in homes is wasted, and when I say wasted, I don't mean that people
have inefficient light bulbs. Although they may. I mean we leave the lights on in empty rooms, and we leave
the air conditioning on when nobody's home. That's 40 billion dollars a year wasted on electricity that does
not contribute to our well-being but does contribute to climate change.

Take a look at Prius cars. Prius cars are efficient not only because Toyota invested in material science
but because they invested in behavioral science. The dashboard that shows drivers how much energy they're
saving in real time makes former speed demons drive more like cautious grandmothers.

The examples of graffiti that may count as "art" in some people's mind is very small in number
compared to the graffiti that is obscene, gang-related, and ugly. Graffiti "artists" should realize that the
owner of the property they are vandalizing may not want anything painted on their property, and that they
may take great pride in having a clean and tidy property. Many buildings in areas where graffiti is common
are large and beautiful buildings that are great examples of their period's architecture, so the argument that
graffiti is to make ugly buildings prettier is not founded in fact.
