We know that you aren’t just an ordinary photographer. How could you describe your job?

Throughout my career, I've worked with many international architects, documenting their work,
observing how their designs influence cities. But what I find really fascinating is what happens when
architects leave and these places become appropriated by people. This obsession has led me to live out of a
suitcase 365 days a year.

Sounds interesting. How can people change the built environment by themselves?

Three years ago, | was in Caracas, Venezuela. Local architects told me about the Torre David, a 45-
storey office building, which was under construction until the collapse of the economy in the early '90s.
About eight years ago, people started moving into the abandoned tower and began to build their homes right
in between every column of this unfinished tower.

Together, the inhabitants created public spaces, designed them to feel more like a home and less like an
unfinished tower. In the lobby, they planted trees. They also made a basketball court. Throughout the tower,
you come across all kinds of services, barber shops, small factories.

Great!

But when you look up closely, you see massive holes where elevators and services would have run
through. The inventive inhabitants find opportunities in the most unexpected cases, like the nearby parking
garage, which has been reclaimed as a taxi route to shuttle the inhabitants up through the floors in order to
shorten the hike up to the apartments.
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Unbelievable! Any more housing solutions that respond specifically to the inhabitants’ requirements?

For example, Zabbaleen in Cairo. They're descendants of farmers, but today they make their living by
collecting and recycling waste from homes all over Cairo. They live in self-built multi-storeyed houses
where the ground floor of each apartment is reserved for garbage-related activities and the upper floor is
dedicated to living space. | find it incredible to see how the piles of garbage are invisible to the people who
live there. For example, young people can be sitting and chatting amongst these tons of garbage.

It can’t be true. Well, are there any examples of how public buildings can be adapted to the environment?

Yes, plenty. For example, a community called Makoko. A friend of mine recently finished building a
three-storey floating school for the kids in Makoko. With this entire village existing on the water, public
space is very limited, so now that the school is finished, the ground floor is a playground for the kids, but
when the classes are out, the platform is just like a town square, where the fishermen mend their nets and
floating shopkeepers dock their boats.

Facebook is something we all got
in middle school because it was cool but now it’s seen like an awkward family dinner party we can't really
leave. It’s weird and can even be annoying to have Facebook at times. If you don't have Facebook, that’s
even more weird and annoying. Weird because of the social pressure behind the question, ‘Everyone has
Facebook, why don't you?” and annoying because you'll have to explain that to just about everyone in classes
you meet.

Speaker 2

I personally don’t know anyone who actively uses Google+. My only friends on Google+ are those who are
more interested in technology. | personally abandoned the service because | found it difficult and tiring to
categorize every single person into different ‘circles’ and then keep track of all of those groups.

Speaker 3

Instagram is by far the most used social media outlet for my age group. Everything about the application makes
it less commercialized and more focused on the content, meaning more teens are inclined to visit it.
Facebook gets all of the photos we took—the good, the bad, etc.—while Instagram just gets the one that
really summed up the event we went to. It is much more selective, and, honestly, people spend more time on
editing their photos and making the captions relevant and funny.

Speaker 4

Yik Yak is a rather new contender, however, a ton of friends in college have the application. It is so
addictive as it focuses solely on the content of your posts — there are no followers, no profiles, nothing.
However, Yik Yak is only as good as the 10 mile radius around you, so if you are in an area with a low
population of Yik Yak users, you won’t really be using the application much.

On no other social network is it
acceptable to post an “I’m so bored” photo. There aren't ‘likes’ you have to worry about or ‘comments’ — it’s
all taken away. Snapchat has a lot less social pressure attached to it compared to every other popular social media
network out there. This is what makes it so addictive and liberating. It’s the real you.

Every year, Oxford Dictionary lexicographers choose a word that captures the year's biggest trends or
changes in the English language. For the first time, the Word of the Year 2015 is not even a word. It's a
pictograph: an emoji officially called 'Face with Tears of Joy'. There are more than 1,000 emoji characters,
but Oxford could choose only one. The word of the year is difficult to pronounce because it has no letters. It
is a cartoon yellow face, shedding two giant tears but they are not tears of sadness for the English language.
It is a happy crying face.
As for the word emoji, it is a Japanese loanword derived from e ‘picture’ and moji ‘letter, character’.
Emojies have been a staple of teen texting culture for years, but it was really over the last 12 months that we
saw emoji culture explode into the mainstream. It’s not surprising as in the 21 century we’ve become so
visually driven, emotionally expressive, but also obsessively immediate. You can see how traditional
alphabet scripts have been struggling to meet the rapid-fire, visually focused demands of 21st century
communication.
It's not surprising that a pictographic script like emoji has stepped in to fill those gaps - it's flexible,
immediate, and infuses tone beautifully. As a result, emoji are becoming an increasingly rich form of
communication, one that transcends linguistic barriers. They can serve as insightful windows through which
to view our cultural preoccupations, so it seemed appropriate to reflect this emoji obsession by selecting one
as this year's Word of the Year.
When Andy Murray, a Scotish tennis player, tweeted out his wedding itinerary entirely in emoji, for
example, he shared a subtle mix of his feelings about the day directly with fans around the world. It was
highly effective in expressing his emotions.
Emotions play a key role in human communication, and words can transmit just a few aspects of an emotion.
Hundreds of studies have shown that humans use voice tone, facial expressions and body language to convey
meaning beyond the spoken word.
The emoji has solved a fundamental drawback of written communication; namely its inability to add a layer
of emotion to emphasise a short phrase or comment without adding more words. One can think of it as
‘mood punctuation’. The more people use it, the more they depend on it to give added meaning to their
words.
And there's no doubt that text exchanges can lead to many miscommunications. Researchers found that
people routinely misread emails because of the lack of nonverbal cues.

Not only do you not need to pronounce it, but it means the same thing in every language.
