You once said that your occupation affected your attitude to life. What did you mean?

I'm a potter, which seems like a fairly humble vocation. | know a lot about pots. One of the things that really
excites me in my artistic practice and being trained as a potter is that you very quickly learn how to make
great things out of nothing. | feel like, as a potter, you also start to learn how to shape the world.

So what kinds of projects did you start?
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Just to give you a little bit of context, the neighborhood that I live in is Grand Crossing in Chicago. There are
lots of abandoned buildings that people no longer know what to do with. So, I thought, is there a way that |
could start to think about these buildings as an extension or an expansion of my artistic practice? And that if
I was thinking along with other creatives — architects, real estate financing people — that together might be
able to think about the reshaping of cities.

So | bought a building. It was really affordable. We made it as beautiful as we could to try to just get some
activity happening on my block. Once | bought the building for about 18,000 dollars, | didn't have any
money left. So | started sweeping the building as a kind of performance. This is performance art, and people
would come over, and | would start sweeping. Because the broom was free and sweeping was free. It worked
out. But we would use the building, then, to stage exhibitions, small dinners. One house turned into a few
houses, and we always tried to suggest that not only is creating a beautiful vessel important, but the contents
of what happens in those buildings is also very important.

That’s so interesting. And how can you make sure that the projects you've created are actually for the
disadvantaged?

For example, in Chicago, we converted an amazing building which had become abandoned into what we call
Black Cinema House. ‘Black Cinema House’ was an opportunity in the hood to screen films that were
important to the folk who lived around me, that if we wanted to show an old African - American focused
film, we could. If we wanted to show a great comedy ‘Car Wash‘, we could! That would be awesome.

So how do you think people can do this in their own city?

One of the things I've found that's really important is giving thought to not just the kind of individual project,
like an old house, but what's the relationship, for instance, between an old house and a local school. If | were
a traditional developer, I would think, “What are the businesses that [ want to grow here? And then, are there
people who live in this place who want to grow those businesses with me?* Because I think it's not just a
cultural space or housing; there has to be the recreation of an economic core.

It makes perfect sense to me. Thank you so much for being here with us today.

Social media platforms have given me the tools to re-connect with people 1 went to school with. Some of
them weren’t even really close friends at the time, but via social media, we connect in new and interesting
ways. These kinds of relationships can be very rewarding because the cliques that kept us apart in high
school or college have diminished, and just the fact that we went to school together is a reason for us to
connect.

Speaker 4
Social media is a great tool for facilitating the fame of the little guy. I love watching my friends create
something wonderful, and then get it funded online. Tapping into the power of online word of mouth
allows us the chance to succeed on our own terms, and gives us an outlet for our creative efforts, while
expending far less in personal resources.

Speaker 5
Through social media we can express our opinion with the chance of being heard. I have friends who are
shy in person, but you would never know it from how they interact on Twitter and Facebook. They might
be uncomfortable speaking up in a crowd, but online they are free to speak their minds.

There is
an example (0). You will hear the recording twice. You now have 30 seconds to look at the questions.

I’m a lexicographer and try to put all the words possible into the dictionary. Do not be afraid to make up
your own words. My job is not to decide what a word is; that’s your job.

English teachers and the majority of dictionary publishers will tell you that you can't. They’ll bring out the
dictionary and show you that the word isn't there, therefore, it doesn't exist. The people who love dictionaries
like to present these massive tomes as an unquestionable authority, just slightly less than holy. But they're
not. A dictionary is just a book, a product, though, you must be careful. Every new word must be crafted. It
has to have a purpose, a need. A new word cannot be created with a fisted bash to a keyboard.

Now, sometimes when speakers are trying to decide whether a word is good or bad, they don't really have a
good reason. So they say something like, "Because grammar rules!" Actually if you're a native or good
speaker of a language, it's the unconscious rules that you follow when you speak that language.

Now, sometimes people use rule-based grammar to discourage people from making up words. And | think
that is, well, stupid. So, for example, people are always telling you, "Be original, make new music, do art,
invent things, science and technology." But when it comes to words, they're like, "Don't! No.” Creativity
stops right here. Words are great. We should have more of them. | want you to make as many new words as
possible. And I'm going to tell you some ways that you can use to make new words in English.

The first way is the simplest way. Basically, steal bits from other languages, like everyone else did. Linguists
call this borrowing, but the words are not given back, so some people call it stealing. We usually take words
for things that we like, such as delicious food. We took ‘caramel’ from French.

So, another way that you can make words in English is by squishing two other English words together. This
is called ‘compounding’. Words in English are like Lego: if you use enough force, you can put any two of
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them together. We do this all the time in English: Words like ‘heartbroken’, ‘bookworm’, ‘sandcastle’ these
are all examples.

You can also make words by changing how they operate. This is called functional shift. You take a word that
acts as one part of speech, and you change it into another part of speech. ‘Friend’ used to be a noun and then
we verbed it. It could be done with almost any word in English. You can also take adjectives and make them
into nouns. ‘Commercial’ used to be an adjective and now it’s a noun.

Why should you make words? You should make words because every word is a chance to express your idea
and get your meaning across.
