This really frustrated me, especially as my university had a
comprehensive recycling system. But then I went home to make dinner, and I slowly realised everything I
used was in plastic wrapping. | vowed to make changes to my lifestyle, and now I create virtually no waste
at all.

Interviewer: But why give up plastic?

Plastic is obviously man-made and currently uses around four percent of the world’s oil production. That's
only half the problem. The process of refining involves using a plethora of chemicals as well as an
abundance of water. Around thirty three percent of all plastic produced is used in packaging. We can’t go on
like this — it is simply not sustainable.

Interviewer: But you were still generating other types of waste, weren t you?

Yes, at the beginning I was, but then I decided to be more sustainable in other areas. It soon dawned on me
that I had to make a lot of natural products myself, since they weren't available commercially. At first, it was
a bit more time-consuming than buying off-the-shelf, but now I know that all toothpaste requires is a little
baking soda, coconut oil, and essential oils such as spearmint. Most people probably think they don't have
time, but being sustainable just requires a bit of forethought; once you are in the zero-free mindset, you soon
get the hang of it — so, we can all save our precious resources, including time.

Interviewer: So how can we reduce our environmental impact?

There are lots of small steps you can take. Learn how to compost to reduce food waste either in your
backyard or balcony. Another way is to shop package-free by buying organic fruit and vegetables from the
farmer's market and stocking up on grains, cereals, and pasta. I buy in bulk and bring my own glass jars for
wet things like sauces and oils. Regarding clothes - buy vintage or second hand; it’s great fun and you might
just find a bargain! Finally, ditch plastic bottles in favour of stainless steel, which is greener and looks
fashionable.

Few places are moving towards a cashless future as quickly as Sweden. This tech-forward country has been
lured by the innovations that make digital payments easier. But it is not all positive news. Older adults and
refugees in Sweden who use cash may be marginalized, critics say. But for an increasing number of
consumers, cash is no longer a habit. Many students said they almost exclusively used cards and electronic
payments and could live without cash. The downside is that it is easier to spend without thinking when you
don’t use a physical banknote, so running up debts is always a danger. You also lose some privacy as Big
Brother can always trace your payments. But this can also be a good thing.

Society has benefited from more efficient tax collection. Advocates also cite personal safety as a reason that
countries should go cash-free. Burglaries have decreased because it is more difficult for burglars to sell
stolen goods for cash.

Not everyone is cheering. Electronic payments have alarmed consumer organizations. Last year, the number
of electronic fraud cases surged to 140,000, more than double the amount a decade ago.

The switch to cashless has affected the most unlikely corners of the Swedish economy. Homeless people use
mobile card readers and claim that donations have grown by 30 percent.

The Swedish central bank predicts the fast decline of cash but believes it will still be circulating in 20 years.
