Interviewer: Ben, what made you start living a ‘zero-waste’ lifestyle?

We were living in a large home in the suburbs. We really wanted to move to an area where we could
walk to all the local amenities. We started off by renting a small apartment and moved in with the
bare necessities and put the rest of our belongings in storage.

Interviewer: Didn’t you miss having all your possessions?

Well, that’s just the thing — no, not really. It was quite liberating! During that year, we found that by
living with less, all of a sudden we had more time on our hands to actually do the things we enjoyed
doing. When we finally bought a home and went to retrieve our things from storage, we ended up
getting rid of 80% of our belongings.

Interviewer: Can you briefly describe what “Zero Waste living” means?

The zero waste lifestyle is about reducing your household waste as much as possible — it’s a lifestyle
based on experiences instead of things. For example, on their birthdays or at Christmas, the children
don’t get presents they don’t need, but they are given experiences as gifts — it’s much more fun for
everyone, and the memories are truly priceless.

Interviewer: So was it challenging to introduce a zero waste lifestyle into your family?

My children didn’t even notice. Adults are the ones that are creating the complications. Who is the
person who brings waste into the home? It is the person that does the shopping. Zero waste is more
about stopping waste from coming into our house in the first place.

Interviewer: So how can we reduce our environmental impact?

There are loads of simple steps you can take. I call them the 5 R’s — Refuse what you do not need.
Reduce what you do need. Reuse where possible. Recycle what you cannot refuse, reduce, or
reuse. Rot - meaning compost — the rest. Some people think this lifestyle will be draining, but it’s



actually the complete opposite — it’s freeing. It doesn’t cost more, it costs less. It doesn’t take more
time, it takes less time and frees you up for doing more important things.

Interviewer: Thank you!

Speaker 1

workers from other countries. Of course, we should make sure we have the infrastructure — I mean
the schools and housing to cope. But these are things the Government should focus on. It’s not right
to blame the EU for all our internal problems.

Speaker 2

I still don’t know which way to vote. It’s such a responsibility. The main arguments for leaving are
to take back control of our sovereignty, the volume of migration, and the economy. But the EU was
created in the aftermath of the Second World War and has helped to establish peace. You can’t trust
the media coverage as it is biased one way or another. I guess I’ll decide which way to vote once
I’m in the polling booth!

Speaker 3

To be honest, I’ve been a bit disappointed by the TV debates. Right now, I think I’ll vote to stay,
because no one knows how things will be if we leave. I'm not prepared to make this massive
decision without knowing the consequences. For me it’s a case of, “Better the devil you know than
the devil you don’t know”.

Speaker 4

I consider myself to be a perfectly reasonable, educated, rational person. To be quite frank, I am
sick of being portrayed as being racist simply because I am planning to vote for Brexit. I support the
Leave campaign, because we will be better off ‘Out’. I am not intolerant. I just want what’s best for
our country and the generations to come.

Speaker 5

The debate divides our communities down the middle and even families too — no one agrees. It’s so
upsetting to argue. I don’t even want to think about how much it is costing the tax payer. That
money could be spent on hospitals or education!

The Prime Minister of the world’s largest democracy has defended his move to turn India into a
cashless society. High value banknotes have been withdrawn from circulation in a bid to fight
corruption.

A vegetable vendor was preparing to shut his roadside stall when the Prime Minister announced that
large 500 and 1,000 rupee notes would be banned. Within minutes, people were queuing outside
ATM machines to withdraw small notes. The market trader Vikram Gupta told the BBC that he had
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sold all of the vegetables on his stall within 20 minutes! But the following days, very few customers
turned up and they did not have the change to pay him, so his vegetables got spoilt, causing him a
huge financial loss.

Desperate to earn some money, Mr Gupta turned to a popular mobile wallet app that allows people
to load and transfer money electronically using their smartphones. Mobile payment firms and banks
are bigger beneficiaries of the government's decision as they have seen a surge in new customers
because of the digital payment revolution.

But despite this sharp uptake in mobile and online payments, the overall user base is still very small
for a country with a population of 1.25 billion people. Most people only like dealing in cash. This is
a mindset issue that will take a lot of time and effort to change.

More than half of India's population resides in rural areas where mobile coverage is still unreliable.
So while businesses in the cities are gradually moving to cashless modes of payments, their
counterparts in smaller cities and towns are reluctant to do that. This is because most businesses
don’t have the devices that will accept cards. There is also a perception among a lot of Indians that
internet and mobile transactions are not secure.

Cash is still king in India.
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
