organize themselves, in the face-to-face and printed media world were very complicated. But, in the age of

cell phones and web is much easier.

Interviewer: How do all those people join in the dance routine?

Well, people who agree to participate are trained by a few leading dancers to learn routines in
advance. Then these people mix with the crowd that just happen to be around. When the signal is given they
start their action, and those who just happen to be passing by just watch.

Interviewer: Can there be a flash mob without an actual movement?

One such example was a university reading flash mob. At precisely 12:10 in a huge hall a group
of people opened their books and began to read. Everybody turned down their mobile phones and other devices
and in complete silence famous quotations were projected on the screens around them. After exactly five
minutes, everyone closed their books and went back to their offices and classrooms. It was to show that reading
can take at least five minutes a day.

Interviewer: How do people generally react to flash mobs?

Well, there is some planned mystery about every event. It may be kept secret while being
prepared, then it starts with some confusion in the crowd and some innocent viewers may be taken by surprise
and even frightened at first. But then, in full swing, someone starts recording, everything appears online and
is liked and shared by thousands.

Interviewer: Since you ve been to many flash mobs which do you remember most?

My memory always goes back to when the World Trade Organization decided to hold a global
board meeting in Seattle. We were young and came up with a plan of a carnival-protest. A giant dance party
broke out, complete with marching bands, dancers, giant puppets and even Christmas carollers. With all the
festivity and solidarity, we looked beautiful and human doing it. Our theme was “Another World Is Possible”
and we were living it out.

Interviewer: Thank you very much for your time.

It’s easy to miss amid the day to day headlines of global economy but there is a less noticeable kind of social
change underway. It is fast altering both the face of the planet and the way that human beings live. For the
first time in human history, most of us live in urban settlements. Cities expand and, perhaps, our most serious
concern should be how they expand out into the world’s most prized agricultural stretches. Urban and rural
populations rely heavily on each other. As long as cities exist, they will need resources from the country such
as clean air, water, food, forest products and minerals. The sustainable future of the new urban world may well
depend upon what cities can offer for the rural people in exchange for useable resources. If well managed,
cities may offer important opportunities for economic development and for expanding access to basic services,
including health care and education, for large numbers of people in the country. Cities must depend on the
resources locally. Cities cannot stand alone; natural resources can.
