To capture an expressive portrait, you need an eye for a good shot, which is
instinctive — it can’t be taught, and not everyone has it. Thankfully, I reckon I have.

I: What are the downsides of your job?

S: When there’s an election, | spend more time with politicians than with my own family; that’s hard on my
wife and kids, but for me, time passes quickly, as I’m so busy, apart from when | have to hang around in the
rain to get a shot. The most challenging aspect of my job is when | notice the PM doing something funny; I
mean, | just photograph what’s in front of me, but | have to stay neutral; it’s tough, but maintaining impartiality
IS so important.
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I: Which career highlight are you most proud of?

S: If you’d asked me years ago, I’d have said when | first met the Queen — | was unbelievably nervous, but
now it’s just part of the job. Photographers get to witness history; many of us have been privileged to be able
to capture the charisma of US Presidents. But | remember getting exclusive access to photograph the PM
meeting a head of state. The next day, the image staring back at me from the front pages of the global press
was the one I’d taken; this was undoubtedly the crowning moment of my career.

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Part 4

Greek philosophers like Aristotle and Plato believed in the existence of solid connections between music and
mathematics. It may sound absurd and paradoxical, but even though he spent most of his career going deaf,
Beethoven became one of the most celebrated composers. So, how was he still able to create such intricate
and moving compositions? The answer lies in his mathematical understanding of the piano notes — the patterns
hidden beneath the sounds. The best example is his ‘Moonlight Sonata’, which opens with a slow, steady
stream of notes grouped into triplets, containing a geometric interval.

With these connections between mathematics and music, it was perhaps inevitable that both mathematicians
and musicians would turn to computers. Thus, the field of computer—generated music was born. Numerous
tools have been developed to assist in this task.

David Cope, an American composer and scientist, has written computer programs that can analyse the music
of a particular composer, and then create new works in a similar style. He was most successful in replicating
and producing variations of the music of Bach and Mozart.

So, music generated by artificial intelligence is becoming a reality. That is, you can equip a computer with
artificial intelligence to create a “perfect” piece of music, but unless it elicits the emotions of the audience, the
computer will not be the next music superstar.
