Welcome to our programme. How did you come up with the idea of the book?

When | was stuck for a name for my own child, the regular name books couldn't help. A dictionary didn't
help. I wanted a way to get some advice on names. So, | created one.

Has the tradition of naming children changed?

Although naming traditions vary from country to country and culture to culture, parents want to find the
right names for their children. The 1960s was a decade of great political and social changes when different
modern names started appearing. More people began to reject traditional names and pay more attention to
individualism.
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What influences those choices?

The simple answer is taste. Names come into and fall out of fashion much as clothing styles, musical
genres, and haircuts do. None of the top girls' names popular in the past — Mary, Helen or Dorothy — ranks in
the top 40 nowadays.

Do famous people stand out by giving names to their children?

Some celebrities do. For example, after the actress Gwyneth Paltrow named her daughter Apple, it didn't
become popular but when Angelina Jolie named her son Maddox, it's spread immediately.

Why do celebrities change their own names?

It's common for actors to adopt stage names because often their real ones are too long, too difficult to
pronounce, too ethnic, or two members may have identical working names, causing some stars to change their
names even if they weren't planning to.

Why do people in general tend to change names?

Changing names has certainly become increasingly popular though the reasons are often ridiculous. For
example, there's a teenager who recently changed his name to Facebookdotcom ForwardslashMountaindewuk
to boost his chances of winning a competition.

Is it good to have a popular name?

In situations when all you know is someone's name, people with common first names feel better than those
with unique ones. Studies have found that an African-American name, such as Lakesia Washington, gets less
attention from people than a name Ann Roberts.

Why is it so?

A study found out that people tend to have better impressions of co-workers and political candidates whose
names they can pronounce easily. Nonetheless, many parents view typical names like Thomas or Jane as boring
and uncreative.

So, how is the name important to a person?

Names are important but that's the only thing you know about the person. Add information about
personality, motivation, and ability, and the impact of the name becomes less significant. Some people might be
discouraged by their names, but if they are smart, talented, and motivated they can achieve whatever they want.

As a recent college graduate, my life had been running like clockwork: school, college, university,
followed by a well-paid job at Mercedes. But something was missing. And after an evening with my friends
during which | joked about cycling across the world, the next day the idea suddenly seemed not only plausible
but irresistible.

The days after | left home were probably the toughest of my life. | never thought that this would be so
difficult for me. 1 left behind my perfect life, and the feeling was incredibly debilitating during those first ten
days. Thoughts of quitting were ubiquitous. My brother, who accompanied me at the beginning of the trip,
encouraged me to persevere. Together we came up with motivational games: How long can | ride on the very
edge of the road? Can | make it over the bridge before the song ends? It helped me immensely. I'm so happy
that | kept going, because this trip made me stronger.This trip was planned as a team and turned out as a solo
project, which was actually for the best. Although I was traveling “solo,” | spent only a handful of days alone
because it is so easy to meet new people. Whether they were other travelers or locals, it didn't really matter. It is
definitely easier to get in touch with people while traveling solo, because you have to. If you don't, your trip
won't be fun at all.

There were moments that kept me going although sometimes | was waiting for such a moment for days,
and when one came, it was the best day of my life. One day I cycled in the north of Cambodia — it was 43°C in
the shade. I was running out of water, and the next city was miles away. Suddenly a truck passed me and
stopped. A man got out of it, gave me a fresh watermelon and some water, smiled and left.

I'm an artist and | cut books. My first work with books is called "Alternate Route to Knowledge." | wanted
to create a stack of books so that someone could come into the gallery and think they're just looking at a regular
stack of books, but as they got closer they would see this rough hole carved into it, and wonder what was
happening, and think about the material of the book. So I'm interested in the texture, but I'm more interested in
the text and the images that we find within books.

In most of my work, what | do is seal the edges of a book with a thick varnish so it's creating a sort of skin
on the outside of the book so it becomes a solid material. | use clamps, ropes and weights, in order to hold
things in place before I varnish. But the pages inside are still loose, and then using knives and surgical tools, |
carve one page at a time and that's why I'm also known as a “book surgeon®. I manipulate the pages and spines
to form the shape of my sculptures. | also fold, bend, roll, and stack multiple books to create completely
original sculptural forms. But nothing inside the out-of-date encyclopedias, medical journals or dictionaries is
relocated or implanted, only removed. While I'm working | never know how the finished piece will turn out. It's
similar to reading because | have no idea what's coming next or what will be on the next page. When we're
reading a book, it puts images in our head, and when we're looking at an image, we usually use language in
order to understand what we're looking at. So, I'm creating a piece that the viewers have to complete
themselves.

I think of my work as sort of a remix, because I'm working with someone else's materials in the same way
that a D. J. might be working with someone else's music. For example, | take a book of Raphael paintings and
by remixing it, carving into it, I'm making it into something that's much more contemporary. I'm thinking also
about breaking out of the box of the traditional book and trying to push the structure of the book itself so that
the book can become fully sculptural.

| felt guilty about ripping up books. Nobody really wants to throw away a book because we think about
books as living things, but they also have the potential to continue to grow and to continue to become new
things.

So | don't think that the book will ever really die. People think that now we have digital technology, the
book is going to die, but I think that the book will evolve, and just like people said painting would die when
photography and printmaking gained popularity. What it really allowed painting to do was it allowed painting
to quit its day job, to become free and to tell its own story, and that's when we saw Modernism emerge, and we
saw painting go into different branches. And that's what | think is happening with books now, due to new
technology, most of our information and most of our personal and cultural records are in digital form. I think
it's really allowing the book to become something new. So | think it's a very exciting time for an artist like me,
and it's very exciting to see what will happen with the book in the future.
