- What’s most important in survival?

- You can really be physically fit and have suitable equipment, but if you haven’t prepared your mind, things can go
wrong, then you focus on the negatives without seeing light at the end of the tunnel, and that could be the end of you.

- Are we too reliant on technology these days?

- Yeah. We are incredibly inventive as a species, and we’re always coming up with novel solutions to exploit the best
technology, and I think that’s fantastic. If you’re going hiking, don’t just take your smartphone as batteries die and
screens crack. Have a compass and a paper map. I’m not against tech. What [ would say is make sure you’ve got backups.
Don’t place all your eggs in one basket.

- Which environment pushed you to your limits?

- Well, survival shows on TV are normally in some kind of tropical forest, and it’s always painted as being really
dangerous. Surrendering to different environments in survival challenges pushes me in different ways. The desert is
challenging due to the endurance needed to make long stretches without food or water. Jungle environments bring out
my inner Tarzan, but insects eating me alive is challenging. Sub-zero temperatures have the most immediate threat to
life if you make the wrong decisions or get caught out without a proper plan.

Most people have some redundant or broken TVs, mobile phones, or children’s toys gathering dust at home. Anything
with plugs, cords, and electronics can become electronic waste.

If there really is no way of reusing or returning the item, find a
reliable local organisation that will be responsible for recycling it. Postpone purchasing new tech.

Some companies already have modular designs for computers and phones, making fixing them simple; such products
should be easy to upgrade. Consumers should take their business to companies that have clear procedures for the end of
the life of the product.
